Nile Monitor

The Nile monitor is a long lizard that lives
almost everywhere in Africa! It can live in
forests, near rivers, in gra:‘.shnds. or even near
towns.

There's even a
Sudanese saying about it: "In a land with ne
crocodiles, the monitor shows off!" meaning
that the monitor holds the second place after

The hlppuputamus. or hi ppo for short (Girintia
in Sudanese dialngue}. isa blg animal that
loves water. It has a round body, short legs, a
huge head, and big teeth! Hippos spend their
days in rivers or lakes to stay cool and come
out at night to eat grass. Even though they
look sleepg. they can be danger‘uu: if
bothered! People have hunted them for their
'arge teeth. In Sudan, Yyou can find hippos
swimming in the Nile River and its branches.
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
