They love to eat green
leaves, bushes, and small tree branches. They
don't eat too much, and they can find
food even whenit's dry and hot. But
it's stillimportant to give them
fresh food and clean water

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Home & life of goats

Goats need a cozy home where they can sleep safely at
night. Their house is called a goat pen (Zareebain
Sudanese dialect) It can be made of wood straw or
mud — anything that keeps them warm and dry A
good goat house has aroof to protect them from the
sun and rain, and soft straw on the ground so they can
liedown andrest.

Keeping goats clean helps them stay happu. Their
house should be cleaned often. Old straw is taken away
and fresh, drystraw is put in. Goats alsc like to be
brushed with a soft brush, especially if they've been
playing outside all day.

To take care of a camel,
you need tomake sure it eats well, stays clean, has a
comfy place torest, and gets to play with other
camels too!

Camels are friendly and smart, and they like being
with other camels. They live in herds and enjoy
walking together. Letting them walk, run, and play
helps keep them happy. In Sudan, camels take partin
weddings and celebrations!
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Some people train

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for many days without food—but they stillneed fresh

water to drink whenever they can.

Camels enjoy eating plants like acacia leaves and
thornybushes, and they even eat watermelon plants!




Camels like tolive in open, sandy spaces with some
shade to protect them from the hot sun.

Camels like soft, druy ground where
they can lie down and rest. It's important to keep
their area clean and check their feet and fur for any
dirt or bugs. Bathing camels isn't done often, but
brushing them helps keep them neat and healthy.

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Feeding Chicken

Chickens eat many things. During the day, they walk
around and look for smallinsects, seeds, and bits of
plants. But that's not always enough. se we help them
by giving extra food like sorghum millet or even
pieces of old bread and vegetable peels Chickens
enjou kitchen leftovers, but they always need clean
water to drink Feeding them well helps them grow
strong and lay tasty eggs.

Chickens like tolive in clean and safe places. Their
house. called a coop, should be cleaned often to
remove old feathers. dirty bedding and droppings.
This keeps bad smells and sickness awauy. Chickens also
need fresh water every day, especially when it's hot
outside. A clean home means healthy chickens.

Building a chicken house can be fun. It doesn't have to
be fancy: In Sudan many people build coops from
wood mud or metal sheets or sometimes these
coops are built from hay when raising lower
numbers of poultry The house should have arcof to
protect chickens from sun and rain, and it must be
safe from foxes, cats, or other animals. Chickens like
tosleep off the ground, so we give them perches or
even tree branches torest on at night. Hens also need
aquiet spot to lay their eggs.

Pigeons are gentle birds that many people love to
keep. They are known for their cocing sounds and
soft feathers, and they can become very friendly
with the people who take care cof them.In Sudan and
other parts of the world, pigeons are kept for their
beauty, their calming presence.

Taking care of pigeons teaches kindness, patience,
and love for animals. And when they are happy, they
might coo softly and flap their wings in joy—what
awonderful way to say thank you!

Feeding Pigeons

Feeding pigeons is simple. They love to eat grains like
wheat, millet, and corn. You can also give them seeds
and small pieces of fruit or vegetables. Clean fresh
water is very important too Pigeons like to peck at
their focd on the ground or from shallow dishes,
and they eat in the early morning and again in the

afternoon.

People
often build a small house for them called a dove
cote or coop Thiscan be made from wood bricks or
even clay It should have little openings for them to
flyin and out, and dry spots where theycanrest or
build their nests. The pigeon house needs toc be
cleanedregulariy to keepit dryand free of dirt and
feathers. Clean homes help pigeons stay healthy and

happu.

Pigecns enjoy living with other pigeons. Theylike to
cuddle close, fly together, and even sunbathe side by
side. You can help them stay happy by giving them
space to fly or adding perches and places to explore
in their coop. They enjoy soft sounds and being
spoken to gently. Some children even name their
pigecns and become great friends with them!
